programme 
The programme consists of a three-month period of lectures, 

self-study and teaching practice. In the course of the programme 

20 or 30 (with apprenticeship) European credits (ECs) can be 

obtained.

start > The international students are introduced to the host city and to the hosting university college. 

key 1 > Communication, Cultural Awareness and Expression (4 ECs)

Key 1.2. Cultural awareness and expression (2 ECs) 

The three themes are explored in depth by confrontation in nature, self exploration and cooperation with other people. There is a whole variety 

of cultures in Europe. What is ‘culture’? Do you think in stereotypes? Looking for the Belgian culture in the city is one of the tasks for students. 

There are many ways to express your emotions, feelings, dreams. A lot of young people do this by music, clothing, nonverbal and verbal 

language. In small groups we will explore different youth subcultures: Hip hop, Straight Edge, Gothic, etc.

key 2 > Diversity in/and Education (4 ECs)
Understanding and awareness of equality and diversity will be central in this module. Critical reflection and challenging perceptions, attitudes 

and practices that sustain prejudice and discrimination in education are discussed.

key 3 > Teaching in Europe – Europe in teaching (4 ECs)
In this module teaching in Europe/Europe in teaching we prepare ourselves for a career as “teacher in/for Europe”. We learn about different 

educational systems (with)in European countries: the similarities and differences. We also discuss how the European dimension is integrated  

in the education of each participating country. Last but not least we discover the possibilities for teaching in a European perspective...

key 4 > KeyS for Europe in education (4 ECs)
Key 4.1. Multimedia (2 ECs)

Key 4.2. KeyS for Europe: project (2 ECs)

A project about Keys for Europe will be worked out in group and realised in an educational setting in the final week. In combination with a look 

at the use of modern media and how they bring and support messages in educational settings!

key 5 >  Social and cultural competences (4 ECs)
Together, we reflect on the past and the current tendencies in our society. We pay much attention to your own experiences here in Belgium. We 

try to link our information about Flanders to what you see and hear during your visits to different places and to the influence of foreign cultures. 

closing event (part 1)

Project realisation in school or educational setting and Graduation Ceremony.

Key 6 (optional) > KeyS in practice (10 ECs)
Practice in an educational setting with teaching, intervision and portfolio.

Methods?
Teaching involves a combination of 

•	 lectures, 

•	classroom learning, 

•	self-directed study and group work,

•	practical field trips and visits.

•	European student teachers, bachelor or master level, in the second  

	 half of their training.

•	Students from early childhood education, primary and secondary  

	 teacher training.

Language?
English as working language!

•	A good standard of English is needed to get the most out of this  

	 programme,

•	Level B1/ B2 is required (the Common European Framework of  

	 Reference for Languages (CEFR).

Time? 
Programme of 20 or 30 credits

•	Start: beginning of February / end of January,

•	End: beginning of May (20 ECs) or half June (30 ECs),

•	For definite dates each year, consult the website!

Place? 
The host city moves every two years: 

•	Vorselaar and Lier (academic years 2011-2013), 

•	Brussels (academic years 2013-2015),

•	Antwerp (academic years 2015-2017), 

•	Bruges (academic years 2017-2019).

•	Students can be accommodated in rooms in the host cities,

•	The organizing university college will help you find accommodation.

•	At least 80% attendance of the classes and visits for a module is
