Art. 1. Identification of the lease

Art. 3. Inventory

Art. 6. Method of payment

Art. 7. Security deposit

The security deposit can never be used as a rent payment. It is meant exclusively to cover any damage inflicted on the rented premises and common areas by the tenant himself or by a third party invited by the tenant. Damage through regular use, wear or age is not at the expense of the tenant. Keys will be returned to the landlord at the end of the lease. The security deposit will be refunded by bank transfer to account number:

within 30 days after the end of the lease.
Art. 8. End of the lease

The lease ends on the agreed date without notice of cancellation of tenancy. The tenant will vacate the room. Keys will be returned to the landlord personally, or sent by registered mail.

If the keys haven’t been returned after the tenancy period has expired, a compensation can be charged equal to one month’s rent.

Art. 9. Sublease and rental conveyance

Sublease and rental conveyance are forbidden except with the written permission of the landlord.

Art. 10. Early termination

a. The parties can  terminate rental agreement with one month’s notice :

the landlord :
for serious reasons due to the conduct of the tenant that make the house unsuitable as a study environment

the tenant :
- for reason of serious lack of insulation provisions or safety regulations or for any serious reason that would make the house unsuitable as a study environment


- by death of a parent

b. The lease is dissolved in the case of death of the tenant.

The termination should in all cases be announced by registered mail stating grounds and enclosing pieces of evidence. The termination will run from the first day of the month following the month of the mailing of the letter. A copy of this letter is to be handed over to the Accommodation Office of the Katholieke Hogeschool Kempen.

Art. 11. Maintenance and repairs

Technical maintenance and repairs are the landlord’s responsibility. The tenant will immediately communicate urgent repairs to the landlord in writing. The tenant is responsible for any damage caused by him/herself or his/her guests. The landlord must not make renovations to the rented property prior to and during the period of examinations.

Art. 12. Peace and quiet

The landlord is obliged to provide the undisturbed enjoyment of the premises.

· He will have permanent access to the room, even in the tenant’s absence, for any repairs or maintenance, and once a week for the routine check.

· Animals are not allowed in the rented property.

The tenant must avoid anything that disturbs the residents’ peace and quiet.

Art. 13. Comfort facilities

The room must be in accordance with the current prevailing standards of quality and safety for rooms and students’ rooms. Moreover the room should be sufficiently lit, aired and insulated against noise. The landlord guarantees a temperature of 20°C between 7 a.m. and 24 p.m., and 12°C at night in case there is central heating. If the room is heated by another appliance, he guarantees a possible room temperature of 20°C. Heaters that don’t drain off the burned gas are forbidden.

Art. 14. Insurance

The landlord will ensure that the premises are fully insured in case of fire, electricity and water damage. In accordance with Art. 5, the tenant is obliged to pay his share of the premium to the landlord, if requested.

Art. 15. Liaison task of the Accommodation Office of the Katholieke Hogeschool Kempen

Both parties agree to call on the Katholieke Hogeschool Kempen Accommodation Office in case of any conflict. This Office will make a suggestion to reconcile both parties as quickly as possible. The decision to take further legal steps lies with the two parties.

Art. 16. Final conclusions

This rental agreement can be supplemented with regulations of internal order and safety (House rules). These regulations need to be signed by both parties and attached to all copies of the rental agreement.
